Text: 1 Corinthians 4:15 For though ye have ten thousand instructors in Christ, yet have ye not 
many fathers: for in Christ Jesus I have begotten you through the gospel.  16 Wherefore I 

beseech you, be ye followers of me.   17 For this cause have I sent unto you Timotheus, who is my 
beloved son, and faithful in the Lord, who shall bring you into remembrance of my ways which 

be in Christ, as I teach every where in every church.

The Apostle Paul followed up his letter with a definition of his ways in the Lord. 

1 Corinthians 4:19 But I will come to you shortly, if the Lord will, and will know, not the speech of 
them which are puffed up, but the power.  20 For the kingdom of God is not in word, but in power. 

Our Heavenly Father knew we needed the Helper. The only one that can truly make a difference and 
bring about change. He, the Promise of the Father fills every role that we mentioned and much more!  

John 16:13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall 
not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things 
to come. 14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you.  15 All things 
that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto 
you. 

John 14:17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither 
knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.  18 I will not leave you 
comfortless: I will come to you.  

1 John 2:27 But the anointing which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any 
man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, 
and even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him.

Acts 1:4 And, being assembled together with them, commanded them that they should not depart from 
Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which, saith he, ye have heard of me.  5 For John 
truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence.  6 

When they therefore were come together, they asked of him, saying, Lord, wilt thou at this time 
restore again the kingdom to Israel?  7 And he said unto them, It is not for you to know the times or 
the seasons, which the Father hath put in his own power.  8 But ye shall receive power, after that the 
Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all 
Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.  9 And when he had spoken these 
things, while they beheld, he was taken up; and a cloud received him out of their sight.
