1. Pray God’s Word  
 
Matthew 19:13 Then were there brought unto him little children, that he should put his hands on them, 

and pray: and the disciples rebuked them.  14 But Jesus said, Suffer little children, and forbid them 
not, to come unto me: for of such is the kingdom of heaven.  15 And he laid his hands on them, and 
departed thence.  

Matthew 25:31 When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall 
he sit upon the throne of his glory:  32 And before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall 
separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats: 33 And he shall set 
the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left.  34 Then shall the King say unto them on his 
right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation 
of the world:  35 For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: I 
was a stranger, and ye took me in:  36 Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was 
in prison, and ye came unto me. 37 Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we 
thee an hungred, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink?  38 When saw we thee a stranger, 
and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee?  39 Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came 
unto thee? 40 And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye 
have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me.  41 Then shall he 
say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the 
devil and his angels:  42 For I was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave 
me no drink:  43  I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not: sick, and in 
prison, and ye visited me not. 44 Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an 
hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee?  45 

Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye did it not to one of the least 
of these, ye did it not to me.  46 And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the 
righteous into life eternal.

• Bring the poor that are cast out to thy house?  
• When thou seest the naked, that thou cover him; and  
• That thou hide not thyself from thine own flesh? (Don’t hide from your family) 

 
8 Then shall thy light break forth as the morning, and thine health shall spring forth speedily: and thy 
righteousness shall go before thee; the glory of the LORD shall be thy reward.  
 

• 9 Then shalt thou call, and the LORD shall answer; thou shalt cry, and he shall say, Here I am.  
• If thou take away from the midst of thee the yoke,  
• The putting forth of the finger, and  
• Speaking vanity;  
• 10 And if thou draw out thy soul to the hungry, and  
• Satisfy the afflicted soul; 
•  then shall thy light rise in obscurity, and thy darkness be as the noonday:
