e Jesus’ Resurrection our identity in Him!
1 Peter 1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ, which according to his abundant mercy hath begotten us
again unto a lively hope by the resurrection of Jesus Christ from
the dead

fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father,

and with his Son Jesus Christ. 4 And these things write we unto
you, that your joy may be full.

e Jesus’ Resurrection made us one with God!
1 Corinthians 6:17 But he that is joined unto the Lord is one

spirit.
e Jesus’ Resurrection made us holy, unblameable, and
unreproveable!

Colossians 1:20 And, having made peace through the blood of
his cross, by him to reconcile all things unto himself; by him, I

say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven. 21 And
you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in your mind by

wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled 22 In the body of his
flesh through death, to present you holy and unblameable and

unreproveable in his sight:
e Jesus’ Resurrection made us healed and whole!

Colossians 2:8 Beware lest any man spoil you through
philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the
rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.

 Jesus Resurrection’ made us know everyone freed through

2 Corinthians 5:14 For the love of Christ constraineth us;

not henceforth live unto themselves, but unto him which died for

them, and rose again. 16 Wherefore henceforth know we no
man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the
flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more.
e Jesus’ Resurrection made us empowered to communicate
through His grace and not react!
1 Corinthians 2:1 And I, brethren, when I came to you, came not
with excellency of speech or of wisdom, declaring unto you the

testimony of God. ’F or I determined not to know any thing
among you, save Jesus Christ, and him crucified. 3And I was

with you in weakness, and in fear, and in much trembling. 4And
my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of

man's wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power: S
That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the

power of God.
Romans 12:18 If it be possible, as much as lieth in you, live

peaceably with all men. 19 Dearly beloved, avenge not
yourselves, but rather give place unto wrath: for it is written,

Vengeance is mine; I will repay, saith the Lord. 20 Therefore if
thine enemy hunger, feed him; if he thirst, give him drink: for in



so doing thou shalt heap coals of fire on his head. 21 Be not
overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good.
e Jesus’ Resurrection gave us His “New and Living Way” to
come boldly to the throne of Grace!

Hebrews 10:19 Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter

into the holiest by the blood of Jesus, 20 By a new and living
way, which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to

say, his flesh; 21 And having an high priest over the house of

God; 22 Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of
faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and

our bodies washed with pure water. 23 Let us hold fast the
profession of our faith without wavering; (for he is faithful that
promised;)

We have now come from weakness to strength and we reign in
life by Jesus Christ!

1 Corinthians 15:42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is
